General

Approval of minutes for the February 26, 2007, Board meeting: Motion to approve the minutes by Treasurer, Ann Dee, seconded by Secretary, Joan Rucker.   Minutes approved.

Financial and Administrative Report- Elite Management

March 2007 Financial Report - Property Manager, Brett Kovel, read financial report. No major deviations were noted for 2006 - Financial report was approved.

Collections Report – No accounts in collections, one fine noted.

Landscaping Request – Homeowner, Milano 7225 requesting to replace bushes that appear to be dead in the front of her property.  Homeowner previously submitted landscaping drawing that included several changes to the existing plantings.  Ann Dee will evaluate the homeowner’s plantings to determine condition.  The Board suggested that the association should continue with conformity of plantings throughout the development and recommended more specific guidelines for homeowners to follow.   Brett will forward existing guidelines to the Board.  
HLC – It was noted that landscaping proposals were reviewed by the Board and HLC was awarded the contract for 2007-2008.  

Road Takeover  - The Village of Indian Head Park approved the take over of 72nd Street and Flagg Creek Drive for maintenance and snow plowing.  The official turn over will take some time in order for the final paperwork to be completed.  
Buildings and Grounds Report – Elite Management
Work Order Report – A foundation crack will be repaired at unit 7207 as required by the declaration of association responsibility.
Landscaping - Brett will follow up with variations to landscaping, i.e., solar lights, little fences, bricks.  I t was also noted that private homeowners need to contact Comcast directly in order to bury cable lines and avoid the cutting of lines. 
Approval of Roadway work with American Seal coating for $4500.00.  

1. Seal coating is scheduled to take place this year on the roadways.  Next year work will include sewer cuts and crack filling. 2.  One saw cut around the sewer at 7205 will be done. 3. An area at the south end of the association property was discussed. In order to extend the asphalt beyond the existing path which has repeatedly been damaged by vehicles driving over the current edge due to lack of sufficient roadway, the board approved$1,600 expenditure.  Motion to approve was made by Ann Dee and 2nd by Joan Rucker, all approved.  Dates will be set for seal coating and homeowners will be informed.  It is expected that this will occur all in one day.  Homeowners need to purchase village stickers to park on the streets while the seal coating is completed.  
HLC Mulching – Motion to approve mulching common areas for $55.00 per yard made by Carol Rettker, 2nd by Ann Dee.

Landscaping additions from HLC Landscaping:  Chestnut on the Green Front Sign will need to be replanted.  South End Address Sign needs to be improved. East side barren areas - HLC will submit a proposal to plant grass.

Brett requested that board members walk through the association to determine areas for improvement.

Gutter Repairs:  For future planning, Brett and Rick will walk the property to determine individual gutters that need to be repaired.

Open Forum for Residents
At the request of resident at 7279, there is a need at the south end of the association to fill in the area adjacent to the sidewalk with soil and seed as the grass area has sunken several inches below the side walk and there is a safety issue.  Also, one of the trees adjacent to 7279 appears to be unhealthy.  Discussion ensued.  HLC will be requested to evaluate these requests.  

HLC will also be requested to evaluate other bare patches of grass throughout the association.
