Quarterly Board Meeting

Chestnut on the Green Phase 1

August 7, 2006

Property Manager, Brett Kovel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.

Introduction of Board Members and residents.

	Roll Call:

Board Attendees:  Vice President, Rick Dahl, Treasurer, Jon Buralli, Director, Carol Rettker, Secretary, Joan Rucker and Property Manager, Brett Kovel of Elite Management.

Secretary, Jon Buralli read the minutes from the May 1, 2006 Board meeting.  Motion to approve the minutes by Director, Carol Rettker, seconded by Treasurer, Rick Dahl.   Minutes approved.

Property manager, Brett Kovel, read financial report.  Financial report was approved.

Initial questions from residents:  None

Old Business:
1.  Painting and woodwork:

 The final punch list was completed and payment was issued.

2.  Board members and terms:  

Elections for President, Treasurer and Secretary will be held at the last meeting of the year.  

New Business:

1.  South Pond

Seepage Control Inc. provides a one-year guarantee for their product that was used to seal the pond.  This was the most economical way in which to correct this problem.  

2.  Association Investments

Investments will be through Fifth Third Bank in the form of Certificate of Deposits.

3.  New rule to be passed – Satellite dish installation

Per FCC guidelines, a “dish” antenna that is one meter (39.37”) or less in diameter and is designed to receive direct broadcast satellite service, including direct-to-home satellite service may be installed on your exclusive use private property without prior approval of the Association.  In no case may satellite dishes be installed on common property or common elements without Board approval.  

Carol Rettker moved to approve the rule – seconded by Jon Buralli.  All in favor: Rettker, Buralli, Dahl and Rucker – Opposed 0.

4.  New rule to be proposed – Unsightliness / Nuisance

In accordance with Section III of the Association Declaration, no objects of unsightly appearance shall be erected, placed, or permitted t o remain on any parcel or upon any portion of the common area, nor shall any parcel be used in any way or for any purpose which may endanger the health or unreasonably disturb the residences of the property.

When the Association declares a property unsightly, the unit owner will be sent a written notice that will give 30 days for the owner to bring the property up to standards.  If the owner fails to bring the property up to standards, the Association will apply fines until the situation is resolved.

Jon Buralli moved to approve the rule – seconded by Carol Rettker.  All in favor:  Buralli, Rettker, Dahl and Rucker – Opposed 0.

5.  Future Projects

Carpentry Repairs:  Decks were inspected and structural concerns were noted. Some of the small covered decks revealed that footings were not stable and some of the auto courtyard decks had loose handrails.  The carpenter will give an estimate for these repairs.

Capital reserve study/Property condition report:  Future budgeting should be done before the 2007 budget is finalized as this may dictate assessment levels.  Brett will follow up on this issue.

Master Association Report:

1. Separate meetings:  Master board meetings will be held separately going forward.  A letter will be sent to homeowners clarifying the 72nd Street Master Association.

2.  Property Taxes:  A refund from the assessor’s office is owed to the association due to an error in filing for tax-exempt status by John Barcelona.

Open Forum:

In preparation for muddy/winter conditions, Carol Rettker requested that a solution to the south end area where drivers are running off the asphalt be addressed.  Several suggestions were made which included a curb and gutter option.  Brett will get an estimate on this option.

Jon Buralli noted that the railings on his deck were not painted.  Brett discussed the time line for next year’s painting which will include the deck railings, front doors, garage doors, and outside meters.

Jan Songe, resident at 7216 stated that the wood under her front window has a bubble.  Brett will contact the carpenter to inspect this in order to prevent any water damage.  She also noted that there is a crack in the front sidewalk.   The board discussed the need to address future concrete work throughout the area.  Also discussed was a request for an extended gutter spout under her sidewalk to eliminate the water that accumulates on her sidewalk.  Jan was advised to get a flexible spout in the meantime until the need for future concrete work is determined.

John L. Young, resident at 7209 stated that one of the trees in the front of his home is half dead.  Brett will have the landscaper look at the tree.  Mr. Young also noted that paint had dripped onto his deck from the previous painting project.  Brett noted the homeowners concern.

Jim Novak, resident at 7269 requested bushes to planted in the area that surrounds the posted address sign across from his front porch as the existing bushes are dead.  The board noted his request.  Jim also questioned the need for a wood 2x4 that is in the middle of the bridge as well as iron rods that stick up out of the water.  This concern will also be looked into.
