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Chestnut’s Winter Projects
Tree work – As you may have noticed the Association has been working on the trees throughout the property this winter.   This work involved removing dead trees by the golf course and trimming back trees that were overhanging the roofs on those buildings.  This work was completed by Tino’s Tree Service.  The board also contracted with the arborist Davey Tree to complete dormant pruning to all trees on the property.  This process involves elevating low hanging limbs, removing dead and broken limbs and creating space between limbs.  Here are five benefits of Dormant Pruning; 

· During winter, the structure of the plants is more readily visible.  Crossed branches and diseased or weak limbs can easily be removed before they become a hazard in spring.

· Winter pruning results in minimal sap loss which ultimately puts less stress on the tree.

· The spread of disease is greatly reduced since most diseases and insects are also dormant and will not actively infect plants through the open pruning wounds like they might during spring.

· Dormant pruning results in a flush of new growth in spring.  New foliage has plenty of time to harden off before the harsh temperatures of summer set in.

· Tree canopy cleaning can be done efficiently during winter which will create more sunlight penetration to turf and understory plantings.
Property Reminders
· Snow Removal – Please keep in mind that our snow clearing contract comes into effect only when snow accumulation is 2” or greater.  Owners are advised to keep a shovel on hand and “safety salt” (a blend of salts – containing lesser amounts of sodium chloride) or calcium chloride to maintain walks for those times when snow accumulation is less than 2”, and for treatment of moderate ice.  Please use snow melts wisely!  Avoid excessive use of ice and snow melts, which may cause damage to concrete and kills vegetation.  
· Storage – Storage of any kind is expressly prohibited on or in any common element. Storage of any unit owner's personal effects is allowed only in the unit owner’s garage and interior units.  Please keep in mind when you leave personal property around your unit it only makes it more difficult for the snow crews to clear the areas.   We ask that you please store all of your items inside the garage including vehicles if possible. 
· Seasonal decorations – Decorations must be removed within thirty (30) days following the holiday.  Please be sure to have all Christmas decorations removed from the common areas by the end of this month.
· Pets – Please remember to clean up after your pet. Take along a baggie with you to pick up waste and then dispose of it properly.  By taking a few simple steps to clean up after your pet, you can contribute not only to the beautification of Chestnut, but also towards the elimination of one of the most irritating nuisances in the community.
