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Updates
During the mandatory stay at home order, outside maintenance and services will go on as planned.  These crews are encouraged to complete their daily work and to avoid interaction with homeowners.  If you have a question or concern, please forward those to your property manager and refrain from engaging these workers.

Grounds:
· Ground Pros began spring clean ups on March 27th, this involves removing all leaves and landscape debris that has accumulated over the winter from turf and plant bed areas. 
· An herbicide grab grass control, as well as a broadleaf weed control will be applied to all turf this spring.  
· The landscape committee will continue to do odds and ends throughout the property this year.  When you see them out there working, please say thank you, all of their hard work has saved the Association thousands of dollars. 
· Basic Irrigations will install the aerators this spring.  
· Sealcoating and crack filling will take place this year.  Once this work is scheduled owners will be notified and we will coordinate street parking with the Village.
Buildings:
· The final phase of the roof replacement project will take place this spring or early summer.  The remaining buildings to be completed this year are 7251, 7261 and 7271.   Notices will be posted for these owners before the work commences. 

· Gutter cleaning will be scheduled in the late spring early summer.  This work should take place once the cotton wood trees on the east side have stopped shedding.
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Chestnut Reminders
· Please note, the speed limit throughout the property is 25 miles per hour.  Please be mindful of our children and residents when driving on 72nd street and Flagg Creek Drive.  
· Garbage cans and recycling bins are to be placed at the curb no earlier than 6:00 PM the night prior to garbage pick-up, and must be brought in no later than 6:00 PM the day of pick-up.  If an owner requires large items such as furniture to be removed they must arrange a pickup with the scavenger company; please note the Association does not have an account with the scavenger service and is not able to schedule these types of pickups.
· Dog owners must clean up after their pets immediately.  It is expected that you walk your pets down by the designated walking area and take use of the pet waste station provided by the Master Association.  Owners reported not cleaning up after their pets will be fined.  
· No empty planters or planters containing dead plants may be stored outside at any time. Only planters with live plants may be displayed.  

· Please remember that the submission of an architectural change form with an attached drawing is required prior to any changes affecting the exterior of your unit and common elements.  Common requests include: replacing windows and doors, satellite dishes, and landscaping additions.
