Buildings – During a recent walk through it was noted that the deck at 7210 is in need of repair, the concrete footings have shifted causing the posts to pull away from the building.  The work will be scheduled once the board chooses a contractor for the job.

Grounds – Ground Pros completed this year’s mulch installation and weed control applications have taken place.  The landscape committee has been busy this season; they continue to add decorative rock under downspouts, they have replanted material around the property and they are making recommendations to the board to address the east side of the property.   Additionally, the committee and management met with the grounds keeper of the Edgewood Valley golf course to see if they would assist the Association in tree trimming along the fence line.  Unfortunately, this request was denied however they have given the Association approval to cut back trees at the Association’s expense.     
Trees – Winkler’s  Tree reviewed the trees throughout the property, they are recommending removing several Ash trees that are dying off and they have proposed dormant pruning and clearing trees on the east side.  Their proposal has been submitted to the board for review.  Dormant pruning would not take place until the winter months.
Gutters – Gutter cleaning was completed at the end of May; the board will consider another service for sometime this fall. 
Power washing – The Association completed the exterior power washing and a wet and forget application to all of the buildings.  The cost for this service was billed back to every homeowner.

Master Association – The Master Association lost two bushes near the front entrance this year; these were removed and replaced by Karl Forrester grasses.  Max Moskul from Phase II generously watered the new plat material during a recent dry spell.  
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Association Reminders
Pets – On numerous occasions owners are reported for allowing their pets to eliminate on their neighbors grass, not picking up after their pets and not being leashed.  Please remember to always pick up after your pet.  The Association encourages owners to utilize the “waste bag station” located in the common area just north of 72nd St.   Please note any owner found to be in violation of these rules will receive fines from the Association. 
Modifications – Please remember that the submission of an architectural change form with an attached drawing is required prior to any changes affecting the exterior of your unit and common elements.  Common requests include: replacing windows and doors, satellite dishes, and landscaping additions. The only exceptions are flowers in the mulch beds; everything else needs prior Board approval.  

Garbage – All garbage cans and recycling bins are to be placed at the curb no earlier than 6:00 PM the night prior to garbage pick-up, and must be brought in no later than 6:00 PM the day of pick-up.  Garbage cans must be stored in the unit owner’s garage, and not outside at any time.
D&I Electronics – All units must have a landline phone number that is in service at all times. The unit and its corresponding phone number must be on file with D&I Electronics, who provides our fire monitoring service.
