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Chestnut on the Green Updates
Buildings 

· US Waterproofing completed another foundation pinning project at 7261 Flagg Creek where there was significant movement evident inside the unit.    
· The final phase of the Association’s Roofing Project is almost complete.  The board was able to complete this project without special assessing the homeowners.  The entire project was paid for through the Association’s reserve account. 
· The board will be looking at repairing and staining deck boards in the near future.  Originally they thought about replacing these boards with a no maintenance material, unfortunately, due to the size of the deck boards this type of replacement will not be possible.  

Grounds 

· Ground Pros completed this year’s mulch installation and weed control applications, while the landscape committee continues to make improvements throughout the property.
· One of the concrete culverts on the south pond was failing due to ground erosion.  An inspection by the Village determined the pipe was an Association responsibility to repair.  Colant Landscaping was contracted to make the repairs, this included adding rip rap to prevent future erosion issues.

Tax Appeal
· The Board of Directors contracted with Kovitz, Shifrin and Nesbit to complete an Association wide tax appeal on behalf of all the owners.  If you are currently part of a senior freeze, please contact Laura at Elite Management and she will have the attorney remove you from the appeal.
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Master Association 

· The access road that was tore up by the Village for the pipe installation has finally been repaired.  The next phase will involve repairing the grass and plant bed areas that were destroyed from the heavy equipment that was used for the project.
· Elite Management is working with the Village to see if they will install trees near the north pond where they were removed last season.  This work would most likely take place in the fall when the weather is cooler.

· This season the North Pond has had a significant amount of algae.  Kens Pond and Lake was contacted to complete extra treatments to the pond to get the algae under control. 

· The board is reviewing proposals to repair the rock around the north pond. 
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Association Reminders
Pets – On numerous occasions owners are reported for allowing their pets to eliminate on their neighbors grass, not picking up after their pets and not being leashed.  Please remember to always pick up after your pet.  The Association encourages owners to utilize the “waste bag station” located in the common area just north of 72nd St.   Please note any owner found to be in violation of these rules will receive fines from the Association. 
Exposed Wires – Did you know it is against the Associations rules to have exposed wires hanging around your units?   If you have a cable or phone wire hanging, please have a technician out to address this problem.  This is their job when they install your service.  If you cannot get them to come out I can provide the contact information to the Association handyman who can hide the wires for you. 
Garbage – All garbage cans and recycling bins are to be placed at the curb no earlier than 6:00 PM the night prior to garbage pick-up, and must be brought in no later than 6:00 PM the day of pick-up.  Garbage cans must be stored in the unit owner’s garage, and not outside at any time.  Large items will not get picked up by the scavenger company unless you call them for a special pick-up.  Recently owners have been leaving large pieces of furniture and appliances at the curb.  Please remember it is your responsibility to have these items removed, not the Associations. 
D&I Electronics – All units must have a landline phone number that is in service at all times. The unit and its corresponding phone number must be on file with D&I Electronics, who provides our fire monitoring service.
