Association Updates

Buildings:

· Pro Home One completed the deck repairs at 7210 Flagg Creek Drive where the posts were pulling away from the building.  
· Gutter cleaning will take place this fall after the leaves have fallen off most of the Association trees. 
· Perma Seal repaired a small crack in the foundation at 7261 Flagg Creek Drive.  This area will be monitored to see if there is an underlying issue. 
Grounds: 
· Core Aeration was completed by Ground Pros to all turf areas this fall.

· The board approved dormant pruning and tree removals throughout the property.  The dormant pruning will take place over the winter months and the tree removals will take place in the upcoming weeks. 
Master Association Update:
· Water main work along the access road is ongoing.  The Village continues to update the Association on this progress.  Once this work is completed they will restore the road and turf that was damaged from the heavy equipment in the area.
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Association Reminders
· Please leash and pick up after your pet.  The designated area to walk your dog is by the waste station at 72nd and Flagg Creek Drive. On numerous occasions we are getting complaints of owners failing to pick up after their pets and owners allowing them to defecate on their neighbors lawns.  Anyone found to be violating these Association pet rules will be fined.  
· Garbage should only be placed on the curb the night before scheduled service.  Receptacles should be removed immediately from the common areas after the garbage has been picked-up.   Additionally, we ask that all garbage is in a secured container to prevent trash from blowing around the neighborhood. 
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Reminders Continued:
· No personal items such as garbage cans should be stored in the common areas at any time.  Everything must be stored inside your garage.   


Snow Removal 

The Association will be working with Ground Pros Landscaping for snow and ice during 2019-2020 seasons.  Please keep in mind that our snow clearing contract comes into effect only when snow accumulation is 2” or greater.  Owners are advised to park in the garage during the snow season.  It is difficult for the contractor to properly clear the drives when vehicles are parked in front of the garages.  Additionally, we ask owners to keep a shovel on hand and calcium chloride to maintain walks for those times when snow accumulation is less than 2”, and for treatment of moderate ice.  Please use snow melts wisely!  Avoid excessive use of ice and snow melts, which may cause damage to concrete and kills vegetation.
