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2021 Budget
The Board and management were pleased to present the 2021 budget. We hope the letter and supporting documentation were helpful in clarifying the association’s future planning and financial position.  This budget is scheduled to be passed at the upcoming October board meeting.
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Association Updates

Buildings:

· Pro Home One has been contracted to repair the deck at 7218 Flagg Creek Drive, where the deck is starting to separate from the building.  A similar issue was found at 7210 last year.  
· The annual gutter cleaning will take place in the fall when the majority of the leaves have fallen from the trees. 
Grounds: 
· The Association has contracted with Paramount Landscaping for this year’s snow contract and next year’s landscape maintenance.  They believed after the many years with Ground Pros it was time to make a change.  The contract will be similar to ones in previous years; snow will be plowed after 2 inches of accumulation and salt will be on request only. Owners are advised to keep a shovel on hand and calcium chloride to maintain walks for those times when snow accumulation is less than 2”, and for treatment of moderate ice. We are excited to begin working with the new company.   
Master Association Update:
· The Village completed the landscape repairs along the access road this fall from the water main damage.  
· Schramm Landscaping installed two new trees on the East side of the South pond where Ash Trees were removed.
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Property Reminders
· Please leash and pick up after your pet.  The designated area to walk your dog is by the waste station at 72nd and Flagg Creek Drive. On numerous occasions we are getting complaints of owners failing to pick up after their pets and owners allowing them to defecate on their neighbors lawns.  Anyone found to be violating these Association pet rules will be fined.  
· Don’t forget, those Halloween decorations should be removed within 30 days following the holiday. 
Ways to Cut Down on Water Costs

Here are just a few ways to save money on those increasing water bills; 
Check your toilet for leaks – Put a few drops of food coloring in your toilet tank. If, without flushing, the coloring begins to appear in the bowl, you have a leak that may be wasting more than 100 gallons of water a day

Take shorter showers - A typical shower uses five to ten gallons of water a minute. Limit your showers to the time it takes to soap up, wash down and rise off

Install water-saving shower heads or flow restrictors – Your hardware or plumbing supply store stocks inexpensive shower heads or flow restrictors that will cut your shower flow to about three gallons a minute instead of five to ten. They are easy to install
Turn off the water while brushing – Before brushing, wet your brush and fill a glass for rinsing your mouth
Check faucets and pipes for leaks – Even a small drip can waste 50 or more gallons of water a day

Don't let the faucet run while cleaning  vegetables – Rinse your vegetables instead in a bowl or sink full of clean water
Keep a bottle of drinking water in the refrigerator – This puts a stop to the wasteful practice of running tap water to cool it for drinking
If you wash dishes by hand, don't leave the water running for rinsing – If you have two sinks, fill one with rinse water. If you have only one sink, first gather all your washed dishes in a dish rack, then rinse them quickly with a spray device or a pan of water.
Put a plastic bottle in your toilet tank – Put an inch or two of sand or pebbles in the bottom of a one liter bottle to weigh it down. Fill the rest of the bottle with water and put it in your toilet tank, safely away from the operating mechanism. In an average home, the bottle may save five gallons or more of water every day without harming the efficiency of the toilet. If your tank is big enough, you may even be able to put in two bottles.
