Property Reminders
For your March calendars … don’t forget to “spring ahead” with your clocks 1 hour before you go to bed on Saturday, March 9th.  Daylight Saving Time starts on the 10th.  

· Also, spring starts on the 20th – Now that’s something to be hopeful for!

· Please remember to check the batteries in your smoke and carbon monoxide detectors when you change your clocks. Replacing these batteries could save your life.
· Christmas decorations, like any holiday decorations, need to be removed 30 days after the holiday, which for Christmas decorations is before January 25th, 2013. 

· Seniors must apply each year to receive the senior discount for your property taxes. Barb Weyrick at the Lyon’s Township Assessor’s office at 6404 Joliet Road will be pleased to help complete the forms. You must re-apply each and every year to receive this deduction.

Garbage Day
As you all know, those windy garbage days make it difficult to keep the community free of litter.  Additionally, over the winter months, our landscape contract does not cover off season clean-ups.  Therefore, special visits for trash clean-up cost the Association money.  Please keep a durable container with a tight lid to retain trash.  Also, try to write your house number on your container and lid.  Lastly, if you recycle paper or other light weight items, please make sure they are weighted down and all cardboard items are flattened out.  Thanks for helping keep the community clean and keeping costs down.  One final note, please remember not to leave your trash cans out.  Trash cans left out make the property look unkempt.

2013 Project Updates
Grounds – Some grounds projects will be taking place this spring including adding topsoil around eroded stoops, turf repairs, and mulch installation.  Shrubs will also be replaced at a few select locations.  Lastly, sealcoating will be completed later in the summer.  
Buildings – Wood replacement will continue this year on the north 5 buildings.  This project is currently scheduled to start in the spring when temperatures improve.  

Exterior Modification Forms
Please remember that the submission of an architectural change form with an attached drawing is required prior to any changes affecting the exterior of your unit and common elements.  Common requests include: replacing windows and doors, satellite dishes, and landscaping additions. The only exceptions are flowers in the mulch beds; EVERYTHING else needs prior Board approval.  

If you are contemplating making changes to your unit that impact the exterior, please save yourself the expense and hassle by clearing any major changes with management first!
