Snow and Ice Service
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Please keep in mind that our snow clearing contract comes into effect only when snow accumulation is 2” or greater.  Owners are advised to keep a shovel on hand and “safety salt” (a blend of salts – containing lesser amounts of sodium chloride) or calcium chloride to maintain walks for those times when snow accumulation is less than 2”, and for treatment of moderate ice.  Please use snow melts wisely!  Avoid excessive use of ice and snow melts, which may cause damage to concrete and kills vegetation.  
Blizzard Performance
The February blizzard was reported as one of the worst in Chicago history.  Snow contractors throughout the area were scrambling to keep up with the snow and were battling equipment breakdowns, etc.  HLC Landscaping was able to get all garages clear by Thursday morning.  However, if you were travelling on Wednesday you may have had to shovel yourself out.  We apologize for any inconvenience.  Most importantly, there was no property damage or safety related incidents.  Let’s hope those types of snowfalls are few and far between!
Automatic Payment Option (ACH)

An auto debit form is available at www.elitemgt.net which allows owners to have their assessments automatically deducted from their account.  This is a great option and we hope that you participate.  It provides the following benefits:

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For your March calendars … don’t forget to “spring ahead” with your clocks 1 hour before you go to bed on Saturday, March 13th.  Daylight Saving Time starts on the 14th.

Also, please remember to check the batteries in your smoke and carbon monoxide detectors when you change your clocks. Replacing these batteries could save your life.
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Last year, an owner identified that he was being incorrectly billed for gas service.  As it turned out, the meters were being billed incorrectly.  It is in each owners best interest to look into this and confirm that they are being billed correctly.
2011 Upcoming Projects
This summer, the Association will be completing the second and final phase of the painting and staining project.  The five buildings on the north end of the property will be completely power-washed and painted.  We will provide more details as this project draws closer.  

Other items scheduled for this summer include mulching of the common areas, crack filling and sewer repairs, and wood replacement as needed.
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Safety First
Our police department cannot emphasize enough the importance of locking your cars if you are parking them outside.  If you can, pull your car inside your garage.  If you can’t, lock it and take all contents and put them into your trunk.  GPS systems, money, car phones, garage door openers, laptops/computers – are all tempting to these snide characters.  Keep them out of site.
Exterior Modification Forms
Please remember that the submission of an architectural change form with an attached drawing is required prior to any changes affecting the exterior of your unit and common elements.  Common requests include: replacing windows and doors, satellite dishes, and landscaping additions. The only exceptions are flowers in the mulch beds; EVERYTHING else needs prior Board approval.  

If you are contemplating making changes to your unit that impact the exterior, please save yourself the expense and hassle by clearing any major changes with management first!
