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D&I Electronics
Please remember that all units must have a landline phone number that is in service at all times. The unit and its corresponding phone number must be on file with D&I Electronics, who provides our fire monitoring service.  Failure to comply with this regulation will result in fines to the homeowner.  D&I can be reached at (815) 436-6003 and they are familiar with our Association and requirements.  

UPDATE:  With the new technologies available for phone, internet, and TV, many owners have inquired about disconnecting their land-line phone connection.  We inquired with D&I about other options available that have the same fire monitoring reliability.  They have one other option that may be attractive to Chestnut homeowners.  D&I offers a wireless radio monitoring device that can be installed for $70.00 and costs $10/month.  This is the only option other than a landline connection.  

D&I also noted that owners having issues with their fire system will receive discounted service calls in order to ensure property connectivity.  For more information, please contact Marty at D&I at (815) 436-6003.
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At the end of March, we were notified by a homeowner and the Indian Head Park Police Department that there was an attempted break in at one of the end units facing the golf course.  The police think these units may be a target because no one can see the front door from the street.  The police will be adding additional patrols to our area.  It was also noted that the thief unscrewed the bulb while he worked on the door.  It appeared he/she tried to pry the door open.  Nothing was taken and access was not gained.  Chestnut is a quiet and safe neighborhood, but you never know where a criminal might try his hand.  Here are some safety tips that we recommend:

· All entrances should be well lit at night

· Close garage doors when not in use

· Keep the service door from the garage to the house locked, especially at night.

· Do not leave keys in cars while they are parked in the garage.

· All vehicles parked outside should be locked with the windows up.

· Remove keys and garage door openers from vehicles parked outside.

· Do not leave any valuables in cars parked inside or outside such as purses, wallets, briefcases, tools, credit cards, money, removable stereo face plates, cell phones, CDs, iPods, radar detectors, GPS units, laptops, etc.

· Remove all mounting brackets and wiring for GPS, radar detectors, cells and other electronic devices.  And clean any residue on your window shield from the rubber mounting from these areas.  Empty mounting brackets and left over residue are signs that the electronic items are in the center console or glove box.

· Use a tote, bag or container to take electronic items with you when parking the vehicle outside of your closed and secure garage.  

· The most secure location in a passenger car is the trunk.  SUVs and minivans may have other hidden compartments to secure your valuables away from searching eyes.

Assessment Payment Options
The Association offers multiple payment options to owners.  Chestnut currently has over 25% of the Association on auto payment (ACH).  Forms are available at www.elitemgt.net.  This is a great option and we hope that you participate.  It decreases association costs, saves you time and money, stabilizes association cash flow, and is one less thing to do!

 Additionally, we have added the ability to accept credit card payments for assessments.  All you have to do is visit our website and click the “PAY ONLINE” tab.  Then create your account and pay.  The service accepts all major credit cards (convenience fees do apply).
2013 Project Updates
Grounds – Some grounds projects will be taking place this spring including adding topsoil around eroded stoops, turf repairs, and mulch installation.  Shrubs will also be replaced at a few select locations.  Lastly, sealcoating will be completed later in the summer.  

Buildings – Wood replacement is currently taking place on the north 5 buildings.  This project should be completed by the middle of May.  
Roofs – A couple of owners reported roofing issues after the winter.  Service crews were sent to review these areas.  Although minor roof maintenance was performed during the inspections, it was noted that attic ventilation and condensation were the primary causes.  Remember that attic ventilation is the owner’s responsibility.  Any exterior changes, such added vents or attic fans, needs to be approved by the Association prior to work being performed.

Another maintenance note, many dryer vents exhaust out of the roof, and the lint build-up in these vents needs to be cleaned out periodically.  Failure to do so creates a fire hazard and can also cause condensation in the line.  This is an owner responsibility item.

Please remember that the submission of an architectural change form with an attached drawing is required prior to any changes affecting the exterior of your unit and common elements.  Common requests include: replacing windows and doors, satellite dishes, and landscaping additions. The only exceptions are flowers in the mulch beds; EVERYTHING else needs prior Board approval.  

If you are contemplating making changes to your unit that impact the exterior, please save yourself the expense and hassle by clearing any major changes with management first!
