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D&I Electronics
Please remember that all units must have a landline phone number that is in service at all times. The unit and its corresponding phone number must be on file with D&I Electronics, who provides our fire monitoring service.  Failure to comply with this regulation will result in fines to the homeowner.  D&I can be reached at (815) 436-6003 and they are familiar with our project.  
This has become an issue in recent years due to changes in technology, spurring owners to attempt to use cell phones, VOIP, etc.  Calling your landline service provider and establishing the most cost effective agreement is highly recommended.
Pride of Ownership

Please make your best efforts to take pride in the community and your individual ownership at Chestnut on the Green.  We are making our best efforts to help make the community a great place to live, but we need all owners to contribute and play a part.  What this means is that you should be courteous to your neighbors by keeping the outside of your unit free of clutter, leashing and picking up after your pets, helping beautify your landscaped areas around your foundation, and generally be a good neighbor.  Additionally, if you have tenants, please be sure they understand the guidelines of living in the Association.

We ask that all owners and tenants take five minutes over the next few days to walk around their property and remove miscellaneous items such as empty pots, snow shovels, etc.  Thank you in advance for helping make Chestnut a great place.
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Garbage Day
As you all know, those windy garbage days make it difficult to keep the community free of litter.  Additionally, over the winter months, our landscape contract does not cover off season clean-ups.  Therefore, special visits for trash clean-up cost the Association money.  Please keep a durable container with a tight lid to retain trash.  Also, try to write your house number on your container and lid.  Lastly, if you recycle paper or other light weight items, please make sure they are weighted down and all cardboard items are flattened out.  Thanks for helping keep the community clean and keeping costs down.  One final note, please remember not to leave your trash cans out.  Trash cans left out make the property look unkempt.

 Grounds Update
Ground Pros has completed the spring clean-up.  The Association and landscape contractor will be walking the grounds in the early summer to address any dead shrubs or other landscape issues.  We will also continue to thin out some of the junipers and other overgrown developer planting.  The first phase of this process took place last fall on the south end of the property and the results have been promising thus far.  Lastly, we will have some concrete mud jacking completed on the property this year to eliminate any trip hazards or sunken concrete issues.  The list includes about 8 locations.
Buildings Update

The Association will be completing the second and final phase of the painting and staining project.  The five buildings on the north end of the property will be completely power-washed and painted.  I am currently expecting this project to begin in the middle of June, but with all the rain in the beginning of the season it may get pushed back.  Remember to sign up for window cleaning.  The sign-up forms were sent out separately.  


Exterior Modification Forms
Please remember that the submission of an architectural change form with an attached drawing is required prior to any changes affecting the exterior of your unit and common elements.  Common requests include: replacing windows and doors, satellite dishes, and landscaping additions. The only exceptions are flowers in the mulch beds; EVERYTHING else needs prior Board approval.  

If you are contemplating making changes to your unit that impact the exterior, please save yourself the expense and hassle by clearing any major changes with management first!
