Ground Pros has completed the spring clean-up.  Additionally, the Association completed the spring walk through with the contractor.  One area of concentration will be the turf damage from last season’s salt and snow plows.  Additional items include trimming rose bushes and plant bed maintenance feel free to contact management if you have dead items around your property.  
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Buildings

Over the winter some units experienced building issues.  The Association scheduled an investigation of the damages once the weather broke this spring.  Most damage was due to ice damning on the roofs, other items were found to be from improper installation of patio doors.  Please remember the roofs are an Association responsibility and interior repairs are up to the individual homeowner.

Local Road Construction
At the beginning of April a water main - street widening project began at the intersection of Joliet & La Grange Road.  Motorists should expect to see delays and increased traffic due to lane closures.  They are also encouraged to seek alternate routes to avoid such delays.  The expected completion date is November 2014.
