Pride of Ownership

We are making our best efforts to help make the community a great place to live, but we need all owners to contribute and play a part.  What this means is that you should be courteous to your neighbors by keeping the outside of your unit free of clutter, leashing and picking up after your pets, helping beautify your landscaped areas around your foundation, and generally be a good neighbor.  Additionally, if you have tenants, please be sure they understand the guidelines of living in the Association.

We ask that all owners and tenants take five minutes over the next few days to walk around their property and remove miscellaneous items such as empty pots, snow shovels, etc.  Thank you in advance for helping make Chestnut a great place.
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Please note that the speed limit is 25 MPH throughout the property.  The Association will request additional patrols with the Indian Head Park Police if speeding is observed.  The safety of the residents and children is the most important thing!  
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Garbage Day

As you all know, those windy garbage days make it difficult to keep the community free of litter. Please keep a durable container with a tight lid to retain trash. Also, try to write your house number on your container and lid.  Lastly, if you recycle paper or other light weight items, please make sure they are weighted down. 

Grounds Update

Ground Pros has completed the spring clean-up and turf repairs.  The Association and landscape contractor completed a spring walk through to review the overall condition of the landscaping.  We will be walking again later in the year to identify dead shrubs.  The property will also be mulched later in the summer.  Lastly, sewer repairs and crack filling will be completed in the auto courtyards.
Buildings Update

The Association will be completing the second and final phase of the painting and staining project.  The five buildings on the north end of the property will be completely power-washed and painted.  I am currently expecting this project to begin in the middle of June, but with all the rain in the beginning of the season it may get pushed back.  Remember to sign up for window cleaning.  The sign-up forms were sent out separately.

We recently came across a Chicago Tribune article that included the top facts everyone should know about most Associations:

· Expect assessments to increase annually; years of no assessment increases will lead to a large special assessment for deferred expenses.

· Be willing to accept decisions made by others, namely the board of directors, in exchange for the convenience of having someone maintain your common property.

· You are part of a system where the rules can be changed by an amendment or board regulation.  These changes include leasing and pets.

· In a multifamily building, do not expect the level of silence of a single family home.  But consider that you have neighbors in proximity of whom you must think.

· If you own a pet, control it.  You do not have a back yard.

· Assessments include a forced savings account called reserves.

· The board must maintain the building(s) for the benefit of present and future owners.  The attitude that “I will not be here in five years, so why should I pay for it,” does not apply.

· Respect the property manager who must fill the role of engineer, social worker, police officer, and financial manager, while attempting to please board members and the unit owners.
Exterior Modification Forms
Please remember that the submission of an architectural change form with an attached drawing is required prior to any changes affecting the exterior of your unit and common elements.  Common requests include: replacing windows and doors, satellite dishes, and landscaping additions. The only exceptions are flowers in the mulch beds; EVERYTHING else needs prior Board approval.  

If you are contemplating making changes to your unit that impact the exterior, please save yourself the expense and hassle by clearing any major changes with management first!
