We will have these areas reviewed and if necessary, put on the list for future replacement.

Association Buildings Update

We are tentatively scheduled to begin power washing the five south buildings on July 7, 2010.  This will be followed by painting and deck staining.  The contractor will post notices during each stage so please keep an eye out.  Seal coating will be scheduled after the painting project is completed.
I am also happy to report that 13 owners are participating in the window washing deal that was negotiated.  This will also be scheduled after the painting project.  Notices will be posted and owners will be asked to remove their screens.
