All meetings take place at the Indian Head Park village hall at 201 Acacia Drive and begin promptly at 7PM.  Owners are encouraged to attend these meetings whenever possible.  Time is allotted to address residents’ concerns at the end of each meeting.
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Chestnut “Happenings”
As most of you are aware, Illinois is going through extremely dry conditions due to limited rainfall and nominal snow melt off.  This has placed stress on the trees, shrubs, and turf.  We encourage all owners to water around their units to help minimize damage.  

Earlier in the summer, the Village completed some water line repairs and dug up some common areas.  This work added additional stress to our trees and shrubs.  In the fall, we will have to complete a landscape walk through to determine how much damage the drought has caused.  
The Association had a wood trim inspection completed this summer.  The findings were more extreme than anticipated and there was a lot of rotted wood discovered on the south five buildings.  The Association only budgeted a small amount for wood replacement in 2012.  Therefore, in order to accommodate for the wood replacement, the current plan is to eliminate mulching and other small projects to allow for the wood work.  Prioritization is important and the protection of the buildings is the Association’s number one priority.  Additionally, all the old trim is being replaced with Azek, which is a stronger, low maintenance product.
This summer, we had some slabjacking completed to eliminate trip hazards on the concrete walks.  There was also some limited turf repairs and shrub replacements completed at various locations.
I would like to thank all the owners that spend so much time taking care of their outside areas.  It is very pleasing to see owners outside tending to their flowers.  Also, the Association is limited from a financial standpoint in terms of grounds enhancements, so any finishing touches put on display are a big bonus. 
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Garbage Day
As you all know, those windy garbage days make it difficult to keep the community free of litter.  Please keep a durable container with a tight lid to retain trash.  Also, try to write your house number on your container and lid.  Lastly, if you recycle paper or other light weight items, please make sure they are weighted down and all cardboard items are flattened out.  Thanks for helping keep the community clean and keeping costs down.  One final note, please remember not to leave your trash cans out.  Trash cans left out make the property look unkempt. 
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2013 Budget

Elite Management and the Board are getting ready to start discussing the 2013 budget and future project planning.  The operation and planning for the property are a very difficult task.  I truly appreciate the volunteerism and dedication of the Board members. 


Exterior Modification Forms
Please remember that the submission of an architectural change form with an attached drawing is required prior to any changes affecting the exterior of your unit and common elements.  Common requests include: replacing windows and doors, satellite dishes, and landscaping additions. The only exceptions are flowers in the mulch beds; EVERYTHING else needs prior Board approval.  

If you are contemplating making changes to your unit that impact the exterior, please save yourself the expense and hassle by clearing any major changes with management first!
Speeding

Please note that the speed limit is 25 MPH throughout the property.  The Association will request additional patrols with the Indian Head Park Police if speeding is observed.  The safety of the residents and children is the most important thing!  

How to Deal with the Drought

Does this summer’s drought have you worried about your garden and landscaping? The University of Illinois Extension is providing six Dealing with the Drought fact sheets that provide specific advice on what to water, when to water, and how to most efficiently water plants. Information about drought-related stress on plants and leaf scorch is also included.

Some top tips and interesting facts include:

· Prioritize trees and shrubs over annual flowers as they cannot easily be replaced.

· Water where the roots are.

· Brown, dormant lawn is an ideal stage for drought conditions.

· If you water your lawn, avoid daily watering in favor of less frequent, deep watering, which allows deeper roots.

· Water-stressed fruit is sweeter.

· Water in the early morning hours to reduce the chances of disease and evaporation
