Board Meeting Reminder

Old Appliance Pick-up

We have noticed that individuals are putting large items out for garbage pick-up and are not calling in for a special pick-up.  This is a friendly reminder that the unit owner must contact the scavenger service for instructions on disposal of large items such as refrigerators, stoves, etc. or excessive quantities of building materials.  Any extra costs for disposal of these items will be the sole responsibility of the unit owner.  

Additionally, please remember that due to the lay-out of the development and the placement of garbage, it is difficult to identify who is leaving these items out.  Please do your neighbors a favor and call the scavenger service for a special pick-up.  Thanks!
Street Turnover Update

The Village of Indian Head Park Trustees unanimously approved in our favor for dedication of the streets.  Many thanks to all involved for seeing this process through.  

Additional steps are necessary before the Village owns the streets.  These actions will be initiated by the Village:  (1) a new plat survey will be prepared; (2) a formal Ordinance will be prepared by the Village, based on the survey, to transfer the streets; (3) the property transfer will be recorded with the County.  The Association is committed to provide a Hold-Harmless agreement to the Village indemnifying them from accidental damage to the bridge, and we agreed to pay the fees for a survey and legal fees for the transfer and recording. 
Carbon Monoxide Detectors  

The new Illinois Carbon Monoxide Alarm Detector Act states that effective January 1, 2007, every dwelling unit is required to have at least one approved carbon monoxide alarm in operating condition within 15 feet of every room used for sleeping purposes.  Alarms that plug into a standard wall electrical outlet are available from Wal-mart, Home Depot, Menard’s, etc., and cost between $35 and $55.  Please install a detector if you have not already done so.  Thanks!
Spring Landscaping Walk-through

The Board of Directors, Elite Management, and HLC Landscaping walked through the property to identify landscaping issues such as dead shrubs and turf issues.  Also, Elite Management has maintained a list of landscaping issues reported by residents and these items will also be reviewed during the walk-through.
As a side note for those wondering, mulching of the grounds will be completed this year!
Sealcoating

Sealcoating will be performed later this summer.  Please keep an eye out for updates regarding the schedule and parking information.  

Architectural Variance Requests

Please remember that the submission of an architectural change form with an attached drawing is required prior to any changes affecting the exterior of your unit.  Common requests include: satellite dishes and landscaping additions.  The form has been attached for your convenience.
Attention Pet Owners 

As a reminder, Indian Head Park’s Village ordinance requires all pets to be leashed in public.  Also, pets are not to be tethered or chained to the common elements and left unattended.  Owners should promptly pick up after their pets.  A clean-up bag station is available north of 72nd St. where the emergency access road begins.  
Additionally, if your pets have caused damage to the grounds, please have these areas repaired by May 31, 2006.  In the event that these areas are not repaired, the Association will have these areas repaired and charge the expense back to the owner.  Thanks for your cooperation.
