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Fall Time Change

For your November calendars … don’t forget to “fall back” with your clocks 1 hour before you go to bed on Sunday, November 4th.  Also, please remember to check the batteries in your smoke and carbon monoxide detectors when you change your clocks. Replacing these batteries could save your life.
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Snow Removal 

HLC is no longer providing snow and ice services so we had to switch contractors for this season.  However, Carrie from HLC is working with a new company (Colant Landscaping) and the board has decided to try them out for the upcoming snow season.  Please keep in mind that our snow clearing contract comes into effect only when snow accumulation is 2” or greater.  Owners are advised to keep a shovel on hand and calcium chloride to maintain walks for those times when snow accumulation is less than 2”, and for treatment of moderate ice.  Please use snow melts wisely!  Avoid excessive use of ice and snow melts, which may cause damage to concrete and kills vegetation.  Also, please note that our contract only includes a couple salt applications to be used during emergency ice situations.    
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2013 Budget
The Board and management were pleased to present the 2013 budget. We hope the letter and supporting documentation was helpful in clarifying the association’s future planning and financial position. Exterminating
Recently, two owners reported a mice issue in their units.  Please note that the Association does not provide extermination services (including mice, ants, bees, varmints, and so forth).  If there are identified gaps on the exterior the Association can help seal these areas; however, mice can get in through the smallest holes and if they want in, there is a good chance they can find a way.  If you have evidence of mice (and maybe even if you do not), we recommend setting traps.  If you feel your problem is beyond that, you may wish to have an exterminator review your situation.  For condominiums, we have used Mike Larson at Dupage Pest Control and he has worked out well at a reasonable cost.  He can be reached at (630) 673-4682.  Owners are free to use whomever they choose for such services.
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Chestnut “Happenings”

Wood replacement was completed on the south five buildings this year and will be completed on the north five buildings in 2013.  

In the coming weeks, Bob the Gutterman will be on the roofs cleaning out the gutters for the season.  The Association has gutter cleaning performed every fall due to the large trees surrounding the property.  Also, Winkler’s tree service will be on site soon to complete our bi-annual tree trimming.  This service is scheduled to keep the buildings clear from tree branches. 

Limited landscape enhancement work was completed by Ground Pros in 2012.  We will continue to work on improving the grounds as the budget permits, but the buildings remain the Association’s number one priority.
Speaking of improving the grounds, if you have exposed cables around your unit, please call the appropriate utility and have these buried.  The Association cannot handle this because we do not have an account with AT&T, Comcast, etc.  Additionally, some units have exposed wiring on the outside siding that does not look good.  This is normally due to a poor cable/satellite installation.  These wiring issues must be addressed promptly and we sincerely hope the owners will take care of these matters.

Exterior Modification Forms
Please remember that the submission of an architectural change form with an attached drawing is required prior to any changes affecting the exterior of your unit and common elements.  Common requests include: replacing windows and doors, satellite dishes, and landscaping additions. The only exceptions are flowers in the mulch beds; EVERYTHING else needs prior Board approval.  

If you are contemplating making changes to your unit that impact the exterior, please save yourself the expense and hassle by clearing any major changes with management first!
