Other Winter Notes

Our snow clearing contract comes into effect only when snow accumulation is 2” or greater.  Owners are advised to keep a shovel on hand and “safety salt” (a blend of salts – containing lesser amounts of sodium chloride) or calcium chloride to maintain walks for those times when snow accumulation is less than 2”, and for treatment of moderate ice.  Please use snow melts wisely!  Avoid excessive use of ice and snow melts, which may cause damage to concrete and kills vegetation.

72nd Street Master Association Budget
As you are aware, both phases of Chestnut on the Green contribute to a master association which administers the property consisting of the bridge over Flagg Creek, 72nd Street over the bridge and east to the beginning of Phase II, Flagg Creek Drive from 72nd Street to the beginning of Phase I, the emergency access road, and retention and detention areas.  The 2007 budget for the Master Association has been attached.
Pet Owners 

As a reminder, Indian Head Park’s Village ordinance requires all pets to be leashed in public.  Also, pets are not to be tethered or chained to the common elements and left unattended.  Owners should promptly pick up after their pets.  A clean-up bag station is available north of 72nd St. where the emergency access road begins.  Thanks for doing your part to keep our community clean and safe!
